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Maintaining your CMM
This maintenance schedule should be followed to ensure safe and continuous operation of your CMM.

The Golden Rules

· General cleanliness and housekeeping.
· Maintain a clean air system.
· Keep bearing ways clean and free from contamination.
Daily

Check for:

· Damaged, broken or loose probes.
· Damaged or twisted cables especially to the jogbox.
· Loose guards and covers.
· Check air pressure on the gauge.
· Check ram is correctly counterbalanced.
· Wipe exposed bearing ways and granite table with a clean lint free cloth and clear solvent.
· Note any unusual noises when running machine.
· Any excessive scraping noise should be investigated.
· Any burnishing to the bearing ways could be a sign of a major mechanical problem.
· Look for excessive errors during tip calibration.
· Back up part programs.
Monthly

·  Clean the machine structure and painted guards (use        industrial detergents that are soluble in water).

·  Visually inspect the machine for loose, worn or damaged parts.

·  Tighten any loose screws.

·  Clean and replace the electrical cabinet filters on the intake and exhaust.

·  Check that cable insulation is not damaged.

·  Check the condition of the primary and secondary pneumatic air filters and drain if necessary.
Quarterly
·  Make a full visual check of the machine.
·  Check all guards and covers – replace as necessary.
·  Visually check all push buttons / switches.
·  Check to ensure all axes are functioning correctly.
·  Check that the air pipes are intact and that there are    
 no noticeable air leaks.
The Calibration Artefact
One of the most important parts of your system is the calibration artefact (sphere), ensure daily that this is:
·  Clean

·  Undamaged

·  In calibration

Calling Status Metrology

In the event of machine or software fault you will need to collate the following information BEFORE calling Status Metrology Service and Support team.
1. Machine type (e.g. Status G3 ).

2. Machine serial number.

3. Software type and version (e.g. Pc-Dmis V4.3 MR1).

4. Machine fault (e.g. machine will not home) and report any error messages visible on screen.

5. Contact name and number should we need to call back
